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Friendship Cup Tornament

Rules and Regulations

A. The tournament will be called the
Friendship Cup Tournament.

B. The organization of the tournament
will be done through the secretariat which
will have its headquarters in Teheran and
work under the supervision of the Iranian
Football Federation.

C Iran, Iraq, Pakistan, Turkey and the
U.S.S R. will constitute original members
of this tournament. Should any other
country wish to participate, the secreta-
riat will inform all the original members
and upon agreement of all members would
invite the applicant to participate in the
tournament.

1. The tournament will take place on 1st
day of May of each year for a duration
of 15 days. In 1969 only, the tournament
will take place from March 1-15.

2. Invitations to participate in the tour-
nament should be sent to member coun-
tries by the end of February of the
year of the tournamant.

3. A meeting of the member countries
will take place annually immediately
prior to the commencement of the tour-
nament.

4, Each team participating in the tour—
nament shall consist of 18 players, three
officials and one referee. All information
and photographs relating to the team
should be sentto the organizing country
one month prior to the tournament for
printing in the official brochure.

5. The Friendship Cup Tournament shall
be beld annually in Iran. If any other
country should.wish to stage the tourna-
ment, it should inform the secretaiat in
writing according to the rules of the tour
nament.

The application will be discussed in the
meeting of the members who will then
make a final decision.

D. Conditions relating to election of a

country to stage the tournament.

1. The secretariat will always be, in Teh-
ran and the President of Iranian Football
Federalion will act as its general secretary.
2. Return air-fare for all teams will be
paid by the organizing country.

3. Each player will receive $2 and each
official $5 per day in lieu of pocket money
from the organising nation.

4. The cost of hotel accomodation and
board will be paid by the organizing nation
5. The winning team shall keep the Friend-
ship Cup for a period of one year. Any
country winning the cup for 3 consecutive
years is entitled to keep it for good. Iran
will be responsible for obtaining the
Friendship Cup.

6. The host country shall be responsible
for all medical care and hospitalisation of
players and officials for the duration of
the tournament.

E. The Tournament

1. The tournament shall be organized
according to the rules and regulations of
EIEA"

2. The tournament will be organized in a
rota if less than 5 teams participate and
in two groups if more than 6 teams take
part.

The first two teams in each group will
then play together -1.e. A1V.B2 and A2
V.B 2 or will play in rota.

3. The referees accompanying the teams
shall officiate in the tournament.

4. The participating countries can send
either a representative or a club team for
participation in the tournament.

5. The national anthem of all participat-
ing countries shall be played -in alpha-
betical order - at the beginning and end
of the tournament.

6. The opening and closing ceremonies
shall be beld according to the customs of
the host country.

7. Conditions relating to exchange of play-
ers shall be set out and approved in the
meeting of the participating countries
prior to the commencement of the tourn-
ament.

8. The programme of the matches shall
be drawn out by the hostcountry.

F. Levies

1. The host couniry must pay 1°/, of the
total net income of the tournament to Fifa
and 2°/_to the Asian Confederation.

2. Should the host nation belong to a
continent other than Asia, then 2°/, levy
will be payable to the confederation of
that continent.

3. All levies shall be paid out after the
deduction of all government taxes and
within 40 days of the end of the tour-
nament.

G. Technical Committee

The host couniry will be responsible
for this committee which will be elec-
ted at the meeting of the participating
couniries. A member of this committee
must always be present at all matches.

2. The technical committee shall only see
the differences arising from the matches
played in the tournament.

3. All reports of this committee should
be sent to Fifa and confederation within
one month of the end of the tournament.
4. The confederation and Fifa will be
asked to officially recognise the Friend-
ship Cup Tournament.

NOTE:

After the first meeting of the member
nations and upon suggestions of Fifa and
the confederation, there may be some
changes made in these rules and regula—
tions.
